Summer Reading and Project for AP US History II
In preparation for AP US History II, all students are required to read All Quiet on the Western Front by Erich Maria Remarque.  This historical fiction novel tells the story of a German infantry soldier during WWI and the trials and tribulations he and his comrades faced in trench warfare.  
In addition to reading the book this summer, all students must complete the following summer project.  Students will prepare a diary or journal written from the perspective of a soldier during WWI.  You should use the historical and detailed information about trench warfare that you learn in the book to create your journal/diary entries.  Each journal or diary should include the following:
	
· Cover page – Designed to look like the diary of someone from WWI.  It might be tattered or dirty --it should look old.
· 5 journal entries (each entry should be no more than 1 page in length)
· 1 page reflection setting forth what your personal reaction was to the book.
Your project will be graded according to the following rubric and serve as a (quiz/test) grade for MP1 next year.
1. Cover page (Includes a title for the journal, your name, fictitious dates that it covers)  (10 points)
2. Completed journal entries (All five entries are completed.  Each one page in length)  (30 points)
3. Reflection Page (1 page reflection piece on what you thought of the book)	(20 points)
4. Substantive Information (Do the journal entries reflect sufficient detail to indicate that the student has read the book.) (40 points)
