Dear Parents/Guardians:


As a part of my goal to make students lifelong readers, I want to encourage them to read and discuss literature in different venues.  As a result, I have created a website in which students can post comments and responses to a particular book.  These discussions will be directed by me.  This is not mandatory for my students, but I will be offering extra credit to any student that participates.  

In order to maintain an amount of anonymity, when students post answers to my questions or opinions about the book, they only need to use their initials and class period (Example KC – A).  As a part of keeping the online conversation appropriate and literature based, all comments that are posted are first approved by me before they are made public to everyone else.  

It is the student’s responsibility to obtain the book that is being discussed.  They can do this by borrowing it from a public library or visiting the media center at school.  The book that is currently being blogged about is Girls, Drums & Dangerous Pie by Jordan Sonnenblick.  To obtain extra credit, students need to read the book and make a post about every chapter.  Their posts should be a response to one of my questions or comments or the comments of other students. 
I hope, as a parent/guardian, that you will encourage your student/s to take this opportunity to be a part of an online literature discussion group.
