What is a chunk paragraph?
A chunk paragraph consists of 4 elements:

· Topic Sentence – Introduces the topic of the paragraph

· Concrete Detail (CD) – also known as evidence.  This can be a quote or paraphrase from the text

· Commentary (CM) – Commentary is your explanation of HOW the concrete detail proves your point.  This is where “you” get to express yourself.  This is where your voice gets heard

· Concluding Sentence – “wraps up” your paragraph and/or provides a bit of a lead into the next paragraph.  

· The CD + the CM = one chunk.  You will be writing 2 chunk paragraphs.  They look like this

Why a chunk paragraph?

· The chunk paragraph format forces you to expand on your ideas and explain yourself.  

· MANY high school students struggle to write fully developed arguments.  The format, when used, greatly improves the quality of your writing.
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
