experiment.  Research your topic using books, magazines, and Internet.  Get approval from teacher before writing your problem/hypothesis.

September 18
Write your problem and hypothesis (or your best guess) about what you think the outcome of your experiment will be.

September 25
Experimental Procedures are due (step-by-step procedure of your project and the safety procedures you used to protect you and your family.)  
September 29
First date for SRC meetings for special approval for projects involving humans, vertebrates, hazardous biological agents or chemicals.  SRC committee meets every other week until December.
October  2
Five bibliographies are due (check poster for the required bibliography that MUST be included in your list of 5 or more bibliographies). Once the experimental procedures and bibliographies are approved by the teacher then you may use the web site to type your procedures and print out forms and Research Attachment  (check with teacher for sample of a research attachment) for your files. 
October 9

Science project paperwork due, Forms 1, 1A, 1B, Research Attachment
