 Annual Allen Park Author’s Parade
   Calling all student authors!  Allen Park students are invited to write and illustrate their very own books.  In the past, our creative students have produced hundreds of beautiful books.  All books will be showcased in our school media center.  Every student who makes a book will be invited to an Author’s Reception. Some Outstanding Student Authors and Illustrious Illustrators will be selected to be in our parade.   The parade is a fun and festive tradition featuring favorite books and characters as well as local police and fire department vehicles. Once again, the FMHS band will march in the parade.   All Allen Park families are invited to watch the parade on November 19th at 10:00 a.m. on the bus loop. 
  Here are the guidelines for designing and writing a book of your own:     

1. Your book should be an original story (no copies or retellings) with original illustrations. Work out your story and illustrations in a rough draft or sloppy copy first.  Final copies should be neatly printed or typed.

2. Use your imagination.  Be creative!  Books could be in the shape of your subject such as fruit, animals, flowers, or vehicles.

3. Books could have pages with pop-ups, movable art, or special borders.

4. Books may be true(non-fiction) or stories(fiction).  They could be about holidays, travels, hobbies, sports or most any favorite subject.  This is a creative effort, so your book should not be like a report or research paper.

5. Illustrations need to be original artwork or photographs only.  Please no computer pictures, graphics, clipart, magazine clippings, or copied art. Use your imagination. Your illustrations should help tell the story.  You may use markers, color pencils, gel pens, ink, markers, or paints. You could use interesting papers, fabrics, or textures.  Collage style is accepted.  

6. Be Neat!  IMPORTANT!

7. Your story needs to have a beginning, middle, and end.

8. Books must have front and back covers.  Make them sturdy by using felt, fabric, poster board, wallpaper, or other heavy material. 

9. The title, author’s name, grade, and teacher’s name should appear on the front cover.

10. Books must include a brief author profile that includes your name, grade, hobbies, and other interesting information about you.  A picture of the author is a nice touch.

11. Size matters.  Please no books smaller than 3”x5” and no larger than 20”x24”.  Books should have approximately 12-25 pages.

12. Individual books please.  No pairs or group projects.
