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C1 – A final attempt to solve the problem
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C2 – details about what really went wrong
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C3 – character gets into a dangerous/exciting situation
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Hook your reader in with a very exciting (cliffhanger moment)…
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Your character is just about to get into trouble or something exciting will happen…
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The most exciting part of your story!!
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How does the character solve his/her problem?
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Describe how the story ends for the character(s)
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End with a concluding sentence:
From that day on…or  The next time… or  If you ever…or  Don’t forget…
