Expository (non-fiction; written in 4 complete paragraphs and then broken down into 12+ pages later) and Narrative (fiction; a page by page planner attached).  Your child should choose one writing genre before he/she begins brainstorming and follow the formats provided.  This will keep the frustration level low and the creativity & fun on an extra high for everyone!
This is a required, long-term project for a Language Arts grade in Mrs. Cohen’s class.  Our entire class will participate in the parade this year.  Our theme is:  “Never judge a kid by the book cover!”  We will be wearing our stretchy book covers on our heads and throwing candy to the crowds on November 19 at 10:00 a.m. on the bus loop.
