You will also work together with your group to select, create, and serve recipes typical of your area of Mexico on Mexican Cuisine Days.

· Geography:  physical features, natural borders, location within Mexico, what state?
· History:  How did the city begin? Who lived there originally? 
· Pre-Columbian Population/Ruins: What happened before? What is there now?
· Industry:  What jobs/natural resources are nearby? What do they export?
· Sports: What are their sports attractions and other pastimes?
· Tourism:  What draws people to the area? What do they spend time and money doing/seeing?
· Culture: Art/Architecture/Cathedrals/Monuments/main celebrations/festivals?

As you build your PowerPoint, keep in mind: 
· Info may be cut and pasted into the “notes” section of each slide, not on  slide itself
· Only key words may be used on slides, not complete sentences
· You must KNOW your information and be able to teach us and answer questions

· Use 32+ font;  show no more than 2 pictures per slide & resize using CORNER not edges

· Make sure finished product is consistent and organized neatly, proof-read
