Curriculum:
During the course of the year, students will be analyzing literature and poetry, honing their writing skills, and, hopefully, gaining an appreciation for reading and Language Arts.  Students will be expected to participate in class, as well as demonstrate scholarly attributes by completing all homework and classwork assignments on time.  Students will be expected to have an independent reading book (see assignments below) with them for each class.  We will be following the grade level California standards for Language Arts, which means we will be working on reading comprehension strategies, responding to literature, writing in different genres, and building vocabulary.

Nightly Assignments:

· Students are expected to read for 20 minutes each night in a book of choice and complete the reading log every week.  Parent/guardian signature is required by the end of each week.  These will be passed out and collected every Monday.

Weekly Assignments:

· Students will complete a weekly informational reading assignment and write up.  Students should come prepared to discuss these articles in small groups and to the whole class on Wednesday.  Participation in class as well as the worksheet will be graded.

· Each Monday students will be given a response prompt that should be written in a composition notebook by Friday.  Notebooks will be collected three Friday’s per trimester to be graded.  Each entry in the notebook must be at least three paragraphs and demonstrate an understanding of paragraph structure with correct writing mechanics.

· Students should study for a weekly spelling/vocabulary test which will be given every Friday.  Students are responsible to get the weekly word list even if they are absent on Monday.

Trimester Assignments:

· Students will use independent reading books to make a book report presentation once every trimester.
Additional Assignment:

Other assignments and projects will be given throughout the school year and they are expected to be completed and turned in on the due date.  IMPORTANT—On projects assigned at least two weeks in advance, students must get it to school on its appropriate due date even if you are absent that day to get full credit.
**Student assignments will be separated into scholarly attributes (assignments completed at home) and content area assessments.  Both will contribute toward the overall grade for the class.
Classroom Conduct:
Students are expected to demonstrate the “4 R’s”

1. Be Respectful:  to yourself, your parents, your teachers, your school, others and their property.

In class you should:
Listen to other students when you are talking, so that you can contribute positively to the classroom conversation.

Let the teacher, your parents, or administrators know beforehand when you are going to leave class or be late.  Please don’t interrupt

2. Be Responsible:  For your actions and all you do, and keep hands, feet and all objects to yourself.
In class you should:
Speak in class when it is your turn.

Turn in ALL homework assignments

Find out what the student missed when they are absent.

Seek extra help if you do not understand the classwork.
Attend Regularly

Review notes, worksheets and assignments diligently at home before taking tests.

Record the class agenda and homework in your school agenda

3. Be Ready:  on time with all needed materials, ready to work and follow directions.
In class you should:
Be waiting at the door by the time the last bell rings.

Have 2 sharpened pencils

Have 2 pens, either black or blue ink (no red)

Have a supply of ruled notebook paper

Come with your agenda

Take care of personal needs prior to coming to class.

4. Be Resourceful:  able to adapt and overcome!
In class you should:
Try to solve your problem before coming to the teacher.
Find creative alternatives when you don’t have exactly what you need.
Use online teacher resources for homework and class assignments.
