Secondary Discipline Procedures
1. Warning 

2. Isolation Lunch – formed will be signed and returned.

3. After 3 isolation lunches in a grading period, parents will be contacted formally and detention will be given.

4. After 3 detentions in a grading period, administration will conference with parents and students will be assigned their 1st suspension. Required parent conference if student does not attend, student will be assigned their 2nd suspension.

GRADING PROCEDURES:
You are graded on 3 very basic criteria: 

-  Craftsmanship and completion of project 
-  Demonstration of new learned skills 
-  Effort/Behavior 

Please refer to the LCA Handbook for grade percentages.  Secondary students receive a daily participation grade as well as a grade for completed projects/assignments.
Each project has certain criteria that students are to meet within their projects.  The criteria can vary from project to project and is simply based on the objective of the lesson.  Students will be told at the beginning of each project (and reminded with continuing class times) what their objectives and criteria are in order to achieve the best possible outcome.
