Overview of Project and Draft of Bibliography

1.  Overview of project.  By this point you should have an idea of what your project will look like.  This is your chance to show it to me.  

Exhibit: The exhibit should be on a sheet of plain white paper, folded to look like a backboard.  Then you should draw and/or write what you plan to put on it.  Remember that this is not your final project, but it is a good idea to have a plan to follow.  You can always change it if you find out that it doesn’t work.  You will need to include the main idea of your project (called your thesis) on this paper.  It should be about how your individual relates to the theme of actions and legacies.  

Audio/Visual Documentary: You need to describe the pictures you are planning on showing and what you plan on saying about those pictures.  You need to tell me about at least 5 pictures.  If you would like to print them out and then write what you will say about each, you may do so.
