EXTRA CREDIT: (CHOOSE ONE)
(Remember to set up a verbal model like we did in class.  Show all work for full credit.)
A)  (3 points) You are driving on a deserted road at night at a constant speed of 60 miles per hour (1 mile per minute).  A possum half a mile down the road sees your headlights, freaks out, and plays dead in the middle of the road.  Assuming you don’t see the possum in time, how many seconds does the critter have until it’s road kill?
B)  (6 points) You are being chased by a velociraptor.  The velociraptor is running at 25 meters per second and you are running for your life as fast as you can – which is unfortunately only 6 meters per second.  If the velociraptor is 57 meters behind you, how many seconds do you have left before you are caught and eaten?  HURRY! YOU DON’T HAVE MUCH TIME!  (HINT: This is just like the railroad problem.)
