You will need the following supplies:  3 paper plates, a knife, petroleum jelly, string or yarn, and your observation sheets

1.  Using a knife, so that you do not contaminate the surface, spread a thin layer of petroleum jelly across your paper plate.

2.  Place the plates in three different places in or outside your home.  If you choose to place your plate outside your home, it must be in a covered location so it is protected from the elements.  Really think about your choice.  Remember, you are looking for pollution.

3.  Check your plate as close as possible to the same time everyday for 4 days.

4.  Everyday, record all information asked for on the data chart.  
5.  On the 4th day, take down your plates and compare them to each other.  After you have finished your comparison, throw away your plates.

6.  On Friday, February 18th, bring in your data chart.  We will finish the project in class.  It is very important that you bring in your chart, so we can collect all our class data.
