Keeping a journal is one of the best tools to practice trusting your writing and to make sure you keep writing. You can keep a journal in a cheap or an expensive notebook, on scraps of paper dropped into a box, in computer files or in letter form. Just as long as you write as much and as often as you can without editing yourself and you have access to the words you've written, you are keeping a journal.

Your task for this part of the project is as follows:

Write a journal entry (1 page in length, must be typed, 12 font, Times New Roman, double spaced, save to USB) and a copy you will hand into me.  

Write a 1 page journal reflection convincing me, the reader why I should be interested and want to read something by your person of interest.  Include 3 main reasons in your journal entry and explain those reasons. This journal should be organized into three paragraphs 1-intro 2- body (reasons) 3- conclusion. The more convincing you do in this journal entry, the higher your grade will be. You may use first person point of view “I, me, we us” and you may use your own personal reasons as to why you like this author if it helps convince, me, the reader.
