	Choose 2 countries or 

civilizations that we have studied this year and create a Venn diagram to compare and contrast them.  Your Venn should include 10 differences and 8 things in common (10-8-10).  Include a brief summary of the information that you included on your diagram (4-5 sentences).


	Hot Air Balloon

Create a flag in the shape of a hot air balloon.  You will select a country covered this year, research that county’s flag and fill in information about that country on the balloon basket.

	Invent a game you might like to play in class to help students learn or review key concepts in Social Studies. The format can be based on an existing game (e.g., Jeopardy, Trivial Pursuit, Pictionary, Cranium) or your own idea. Create actual questions, answers, and rules for the game. The game should theoretically take 20-30 minutes.

	Picture This—choose a civilization/country that was covered this year.  Create 

6-8 pictures/clay figures/displays to represent people/events/concepts from your topic.  Include a caption to explain each (1 or more sentences).
	Select one of the following topics: Ancient Greece, Ancient Rome or Medieval Europe.

Develop a PowerPoint presentation about your topic.  You MUST include information about your topic’s: 1) government, 

2) economy, 3) culture, 

4) geography/climate and 

5) pictures of your civilization.
	Create a weekly schedule in calendar or list format with time blocks of your classes, study time, and extracurricular activities (don’t forget to allow yourself time to eat). Then write a brief reflection about how you are spending your time and any changes you would like to make in the future.
