Student Safety Contract

Safety is everyone’s responsibility. Each person should work carefully to assure that no one is injured, no one is exposed to any undue hazard, and every lab experience is a success. If there is an accident, each person should know what to do and should be helpful in correcting the problem.
· Recognize the hazard.

· Know the protection.

1. Listening – Listen to your teacher, carefully follow all directions.
2. Preparation – Prepare for each lab by reading all instructions before class. Follow all directions and review with your teacher the safety precautions before beginning. Use only authorized materials and equipment. Do not perform unauthorized experiments.
3. Never Alone – Never work alone. Work only under teacher supervision with your class.
4. Clothing – Apparel must be appropriate for lab work. Long hanging necklaces, bulky jewelry, and excessive and bulky clothing should not be worn in the lab. Cotton clothing is preferred over nylon, polyesters, or wool. Shoes must cover the feet completely. No open-toed shoes, sandals, or high heels are permitted.

5. Contact Lenses – Contact lenses should not be worn in the lab when there is any possibility that chemicals may infuse under the contact lenses. Irreparable eye damage may occur. Check with your instructor as to when contacts may or may not be worn.
6. Safety Apparel – Safety goggles, apron, and gloves should be worn when prescribed.
7. Personal Property – Only lab manuals and lab notebooks are permitted in the working areas. Other books, purses, backpacks, and such items should be placed in your desk or storage area.
8. No Food – No food or beverage is permitted in any science laboratory.

9. No Touching – Never taste chemicals. Never touch chemicals with your hands. Handle toxic, combustible, or radioactive substances only under the direction of your instructor. If you spill acid or any other corrosive chemical, wash it off immediately with large amounts of water. Never draw any substances into a tube with your mouth. 
10. No Roaming – Do not bump other students. Remain in your lab station while performing experiments. Unattended experiments lead to accidents.
11. Alertness – Be alert and proceed with caution at all times in the lab. 
12. Broken Glass – Place broken glass and other solid substances in designated waste containers. Keep insoluble waste out of the sink.
13. Incident Reports – Immediately report any accident, injury, or incorrect procedure.
14. Safety Equipment – Use safety equipment when needed. Know the location and proper use of the fire extinguisher, safety shower, fire blanket, eye wash, first aid kit, and shut off valves.
15. Combustibles – Keep combustible materials away from flames. Use extreme caution with any burner. Keep your head, hair, and clothing away from any flame. Turn off burners when not in use. Light gas and alcohol burners only with your teacher’s instruction.
16. Fire – Smother fires with a towel. If clothing should catch fire, smother it with a fire blanket or coat, drench it under the safety shower, or use the fire extinguisher. Never run. Know the proper fire emergency procedures and locations of fire exits.
17. Clean-Up – After the lab, turn off all water and gas and disconnect all electricity. Clean work area. Return all materials to their proper places. Place all waste in the appropriate receptacles.
18. Washing – Hands should be washed thoroughly with soap after every lab exercise.
