Which brand of paper towel: Brawny, Bounty, Scotts,

or Viva, will absorb the most water?  The three topics that I researched fro my science

fair project are: water, paper and trees.

The first topic that I researched for my science fair project was water.  Water is a

common chemical substance that is essential for the survival of all known forms of life.
In typical usage, water refers only to its liquid form, but the substance also has a solid state (ice) and a gaseous state (water vapor or steam).  Water moves continually though a cycle of evaporation, transpiration, precipitation and runoff.  Clean, fresh drinking water is essential to life.  Water covers 71% of Earth’s surface; mostly in oceans and large water bodies. Those are the facts I found for water.

The second topic that I researched for my science fair project was paper.  Paper is thin material mainly used for writing upon, printing upon or packaging. Paper is produced by pressing together moist fibers, typically cellulose pulp derived from wood, rags or grasses, and drying them into flexible sheets.  The earliest recorded forms of paper were in use in Egypt in around 3500 BC, made from the papyrus plant. True paper is believed to have originated in China in approximately the 2nd century AD, although there is some evidence for it being used before this date. The use of paper spread from China through the Islamic world, and entered production in Europe in the early 12th century. Mechanized production of paper in the early 19th century caused significant cultural changes worldwide, allowing for relatively cheap exchange of information in the form of letters, newspapers and books for the first time.  Those are the facts I found for paper.
The third topic that I researched for my science fair project was trees.  Trees are an important component of the natural landscape because of their prevention of erosion and the provision of a weather-sheltered ecosystem in and under their foliage. Trees also play an important role in producing oxygen and reducing carbon dioxide in the atmosphere, as well as moderating ground temperatures.
