Mrs. Farmer’s 7th Grade Math Class 

Procedures and Expectations

Welcome to the Supernovas Team – Seventh grade – Math - Track 4! I am looking forward to a great year as we work together for your child’s success. 
Materials Required Daily

1. A composition notebook
2. Several sharpened pencils (Pencils can only be sharpened before the tardy bell.)
3. Corrective pens (red, green, blue, etc) for grading assignments
4. Math workbook (This will be given out the first week of school.) 
5. Loose leaf paper
6. Textbook (See below.)
7. Colored pencils will be used from time to time.
Class Procedures
Students are to enter the room silently and take their seat.
If they need to sharpen their pencils, they will do so before the tardy bell.

They will get out their homework and leave it open on their desk.

Next, they are to get out their composition notebook and solve the Problem of the Day which will be on the board. If there is a quiz, they will pick up a sheet of paper and begin the quiz.
After we go over the homework, quiz and/or Problem of the Day, the student will get ready to take notes into their notebook. Some classes will have an activity, a team lesson, and/or guided practice. Students must take notes as the teacher directs. As we close the class, students will copy their homework assignment into their agenda and clean up their area.
Expectations:

Classwork will be based on effort and participation in class. Daily the students are expected to bring a composition notebook and several sharpened pencils. They will be taking notes daily in class. Class notes are very important and students need to learn how to take notes to be successful now and in the future. I will collect notebooks regularly (about every two weeks) in order to grade.  

Homework will either be done in the math workbook (which the students will receive), the notebook or on a worksheet. Homework will be assigned every night (Monday-Thursday). There may or may not be homework over the weekend depending on the efforts of the class during the week. Homework will be posted daily on schoolnotes: http://new.schoolnotes.com/mfarmer
Test or Quizzes are given at least once a week. There will be a (review) quiz given almost every day to keep the students sharp and attentive. Assessments will be kept in the student’s individual folder in the classroom after the student and parent has seen it. Test corrections are offered on certain tests and quizzes. Students must re-work every incorrect problem (on a separate sheet of paper) showing all the corrected work and explaining what they did incorrectly the first time. Appropriate corrections will be rewarded with half the missed points.
Makeup Work : Students are responsible for getting the make up work that they miss when they are absent. This includes class notes, homework, quizzes, tests, etc. They must make up the work according to school policy. 
Lunch: Students will in a walk single file to lunch quietly and be respectful in the hallways.  I will be available to help during lunch 3 to 4 days each week. If a student fails a test or quiz, they can come to get help at lunch time until they understand the material. Parent’s signature will be required for any test or major quiz under 70%. 
Textbooks

Textbooks will be used in the classroom and remain in the classroom unless a student wants to sign out a book for use at home. The textbooks are online and can be a helpful resource at home. See my school notes page for links to the textbooks. (http://new.schoolnotes.com/mfarmer)
