Marking Period 3 Syllabus & Course Guidelines

Course Requirements

Throughout this course you will be required to keep current with the assigned readings, participate in the discussion boards and complete a weekly written assignment. You should read the required material prior to engaging in group discussions or submitting written work This will enable you to participate more fully and actively. Additionally you are aware of your responsibility to function as a teacher’s assistant for the teacher and learning area that you selected. The teacher with whom you are working will notify you of your requirements within the classroom setting.

Discussion Boards

It is your responsibility to access the discussion questions and to fully participate in these conversations with your fellow group members. These discussions are similar to the type of discussion you would have in a traditional classroom. The discussions allow us to get to know one another, to share our own perspectives and experiences as they relate to the course topics, and to reflect upon the material presented in the readings. Please understand that participation includes listening as well as responding. We may not always agree on every topic, however, it is extremely important that we respect everyone’s opinion and be supportive as each person formulates his or her ideas. Please do not post anything that you would not share in a typical class discussion. If you even have a doubt as to whether a comment is appropriate please refrain from posting the statement.
To access these discussions, first click on the discussion board heading under the appropriate week and then select add a new discussion topic.

Written Assignments

You will be required to submit 3 short papers (400-500 words) responding to the question or one of the questions listed for that topic. The written assignments can be found under the topic number by selecting the task titled written assignment. When you are ready to submit your paper, open the assignment and select browse (under upload a file). Locate your paper and select upload this file.

Grading

Your marking period grade will be determined as follows:

· Teacher Assistant – classroom role 50%

· Online course – 50%

· Participation in discussion boards – 25%

· Weekly written assignments – 25%

Please note that discussion boards and written assignments will be graded on a scale of 1- 10, with 1 representing no response and 10 representing excellent work. To earn a 10 on the discussion board, I would expect an initial posting and response(s) reflecting thought, reference to the readings if appropriate and / or sharing of related experiences or current events. When you are responding to one another I am looking for quality rather than quantity. To earn a 10 on the written assignment I would expect a response that incorporates the readings or links the topic to related current issues and/ or personal experiences. The 10 paper is well organized and addresses the question. Once again the focus is on quality not quantity. The paper should not exceed 500 words. Your grades will be posted on the course website.
