CLASSROOM DISCIPLINE PLAN
Dear Parents,

Because I strongly believe that each child’s success depends on self-control and discipline, I have developed a classroom discipline plan that gives your child the opportunity to manage his/her behavior.  Every child deserves the chance to learn in the most positive educational setting.  A positive educational setting produces academic growth; therefore, this discipline plan will strictly be enforced.  Each child is expected to follow all classroom and school rules at all times.  Our classroom rules will be thoroughly discussed, and they will be posted in the room for review.  The classroom rules are listed below:

· Keep your hands to yourself. 

· Sit on your bottom.

· Raise your hand.

· Listen politely.
· Know where you need to be.
My discipline plan uses colored strips of poster board.  Each child will have a clothespin with his/her name on it.  Every child will begin each day with his/her clip on the green strips of poster board.  Each time a rule is broken, your child must move his/her clip down the discipline chart; however, your child may earn the privilege of moving his/her clip up the discipline chart for exhibiting outstanding behavior. The following chart explains the sequenced order of the discipline plan:

Pink = FANTASTIC behavior (  Conduct Grade:  S+
Purple = SUPER behavior (  Conduct Grade:  S+
Green = GREAT behavior (  Conduct Grade:  S
Blue = Warning  Conduct Grade:  S
Yellow = Think Time  Conduct Grade:  S-
Orange = Time Out  Conduct Grade:  N
Red = Recess Detention and STAR Behavior Report  Conduct Grade:  U
Students are assigned behavior clinic after receiving their second and third STAR Behavior Reports. When a student receives four STAR Behavior Reports, the child will be formally written up on an office referral report (State Write-up).  If behavior problems continue, a behavior plan or contract will be formed and implemented.  If behavior problems persist despite behavior clinic assignments and a behavior plan or contract, I will fill out an office referral report and make a parent contact.  (An office referral report will be filled out for infractions that require immediate attention, like fighting.)
Please explain to your child that his/her behavior will affect his/her conduct grade on his/her report card.  To encourage students to follow school and classroom rules, I will reinforce appropriate behavior with rewards, such as verbal praise/reinforcement, stickers, treats, and weekly trips to my “treasure chest.”
It is important for all students to follow school and classroom rules, as well as be responsible learners.  Thank you very much for your support with school discipline.
