Analysis Paper: Roots of the Holocaust
With analysis you break down a topic or subject into parts so that it is easier to understand. In an analysis essay, you put the parts back together to paint a picture of a topic or issue. It is difficult to understand a topic as large and complex as the roots of the Holocaust. But if you highlight several concrete causes with quotations and explanations, you will begin to develop a picture of the larger topic. Use the chart you completed that analyzed quotes for the works we have read in this unit to support your analysis.

Remember the essay must be 5 paragraphs long. You might structure you paper in this way but do not feel like it is the only way. 

I. Introductory paragraph

A.  Introduces your plan

B.  Ends with a thesis statement. 

1. That thesis statement would be a concise statement in which you describe what you believe were roots of the Holocaust. (the events that made it possible) 
2. This statement should be a firm statement. In other words, do not say, “I believe”. State it as if you “know” this to be the case.

II. Body Paragraph 1: 

A. Reason, root or cause #1

B. Introduce what paragraph will talk about

C. Include evidence to support that reason or root or cause

III. Body Paragraph 2: 

A. Reason, root or cause #2

B. Introduce what paragraph will talk about

C. Include evidence to support that reason or root or cause

IV. Body Paragraph 3: 

A. Reason, root or cause #3

B. Introduce what paragraph will talk about

C. Include evidence to support that reason or root or cause

V. Conclusion

A. Rounds out the paper

B. Restates the points made in the paper in a concise and interesting way

C. Can include your opinion
