· Election results (popular and electoral college results, including the other candidates and analysis of the election)

· Main accomplishments or challenges during their term/terms, duration of presidency

· Photos or portraits of the president

· Trivia about the individual.Trivia are small facts that are interesting not important
Use the internet or biographies to prepare your presentation or research paper.  

Cite your sources in the following manner in a Works Cited Page
Books –  Author (last, first), “article title”, Title, place of publication, publisher, date of publication.  Pages used.

Internet –  Author (last, first), “article title”, website name, date of access, <URL>
Encyclopedias – Author (last, first), “subject researched”, Title, date of publication, Pages used. 
Online Encyclopedia – “subject researched.” Title. Date of publication. Website name. Date of access <URL>
You may prepare a PowerPoint presentation for this project.  Make sure you save your presentation as a PowerPoint 2000 presentation to insure that it opens in class.  Come in to test your presentation if you wish.  If you use PowerPoint you must turn in a separate Works Cited Page.  Make sure your presentation is ready on a flash drive at the time of your presentation.  No access to the internet will be available for your presentation.
