Course Description
We will learn the language of algebra and use algebra as a problem solving tool.  We will explore the relationship between data, graphs, table, charts, expressions, and equations in order to understand how to use them together and separately to solve problems.

General Curricular Objectives
· To continue to master arithmetic concepts studied in previous grades.
· To understand elementary algebraic concepts.
· To emphasize applications of symbols and operations as a problem solving tool.
· To develop skills in both inductive and deductive reasoning.
· To express mathematical ideas orally and in writing.
· To follow and construct a logical argument.

Class Rules
· Each student will arrive to class on time every day.
· Each student will be prepared for class every day.  (This includes, but is not limited to, your textbook, your notebook, and a pencil.)
· Each student will stay on task throughout class time.
· Each student will treat others within classroom appropriately.

· Failure to comply with the class rules will result in being sent out of class, detentions, or any other consequences deemed appropriate by Mr. Flamino or the administration.

Notebook
· Each student must have a 3-ring binder (at least 1” ring) filled with loose leaf paper (no spiral notebooks).  
· This notebook is to be a math only notebook.
· All papers pertaining to class will be kept in this notebook at all times.
· The notebook should be divided into the following sections:
· Reference
· Starter Problems
· Notes & Classwork
· Homework
· Tests & Quizzes

· Notebooks will be checked informally on a regular basis and graded once per quarter. 
(10% of quarter grade)





Grading Policy
· Homework (20%)
· Homework will be assigned on an as needed basis.  (almost nightly)  
· Credit for missed assignments may be earned through attendance at Homework Club
· All homework assignments must have a proper heading that includes your full name, the due date, the course/period, and the page and problem numbers of the assignment.
· Homework will be graded on a five (5) point scale based on the heading, neatness, and completeness.  (See homework specific rubric for specifics.)

· Quizzes (30%)
· Quizzes will be given frequently and will cover a relatively small/specific amount of material.
· Quizzes are typically worth from 50 to 100 points.
· Missed quizzes must be made up within the allotted time of school policy.

· Tests (30%)
· Tests will be given more infrequently and will cover a larger/broader amount of material.
· Tests may ask students to not only show what they have learned, but to apply their knowledge to new or unfamiliar situations.
· Missed tests must be made up within the allotted time of school policy.

· CAPT Simulations & Common Formative Assessments (10%)
· We will spend a good amount of time applying the mathematics we learn to CAPT-like questions in an effort to prepare you for this graduation requirement.
