“Seventh Grade”  by Gary Soto

Victor takes French because Teresa will be in his class.  He lies about his ability to speak French in order to impress Teresa.  Mr. Bueller does not reveal Victor’s lies because he remembers trying to impress a girl in a similar way in college.

 “The Treasure of Lemon Brown” by Walter Dean Myers

Greg isn’t doing very well in math class and he knows his father will say, “When I was your age…”,  He has heard these words so often, he doesn’t even listen anymore.  Then Greg meets Lemon Brown, a rag man who lives in an abandoned house.  Lemon shares the secret of his treasure with Greg.

“All Summer in a Day”  by Ray Bradbury

Margot is the only child in her class on Venus who remembers what the sun is like.  Her classmates don’t believe her, and lock her in a closet on the only day the scientists predict the sun will shine for another seven years.

“A Mason Dixon Memory”  by Clifton Davis

This story consists of two interwoven stories of racial prejudice in the south.  In 1959, classmates turned down a trip to an amusement park to support their black friend.  In 1991, teammates forfeited a golf-tournament in support of their African-American friend.

“Rikki-tiki-tavi” by Rudyard Kipling

Set in India, a young mongoose must protect the human residents of the bungalow.

“Ransom of Red Chief” by O. Henry

Two men kidnap a boy in order to raise money to commit fraud in another state.  They get more than they bargained for, however, for the kid is hard to handle.  Eventually, they must pay the father in order for him to take the boy and allow them to make their escape.
