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This project, Feeding the Hungry, explores the topic of poverty in Mississippi and how it affects the physical, emotional, and mental aspects of children. The research paper, How Academics are Affected by Undernourished Children, whose thesis “Not only do children suffer physically from being hungry, but scientific research demonstrates with resounding evidence that intellectual development is directly influenced by nutritional standards in early childhood,” relates to the project by providing economic statistics of Mississippi’s population. Further research reveals scientific evidence that very clearly demonstrates that children who are underfed and malnourished consistently score lower on all tests at the early education level and commonly continue to struggle with their later education. The oral presentation to the committee will illustrate the work and research in the following ways. First, I will provide a visual chart which highlights the serious problem of hungry children in the Mississippi public school system. Next, I will share several personal stories of children whose entire futures are at risk for nothing more than not having enough food.
