1. Location

 Where is it?  

(Absolute= longitude and latitude)

(Relative= between this, by this, etc….)

2. Place

What is there?

Who is there?


  (English is the main language of the United States.)


  (The White Mountains are in New Hampshire.)

3. Human Environment Interaction

What are they doing?

(Many homes in Florida are built out of cement to help keep them cool during the hot months.)

4. Movement

Where are they going?

How are they getting there?

(Lobsters from Maine are the most famous lobsters eaten around the world.)

(IPODS were first created in Asia and then became very popular in the United States.)

5. Region

What links them together?

Geographic, Economic, Cultural
(Many people who live in New England are skiers due to the great mountains of Vermont, New Hampshire, and Maine.)
