In this course we will be studying American Literature and preparing for the New York State Regents Exam which you will take in January.  You will also be required to complete a variety of writing assignments including a research paper.  A final exam will be given in June.

Required Materials:

· Notebook, pen (blue or black ink only), and any work the class is currently reading and/or writing.

Class Procedures & Expectations:

· Be on time with all necessary materials, and be prepared to read and write every day.

· Be respectful of me, your classmates, the classroom, etc.

· All assignments must be written in pen (blue or black ink only) or typed (12 point font, double-spaced).  Assignments completed in pencil will not be graded.
· Do NOT leave work in my mailbox or with the secretaries.  Turn in all assignments to me in person OR via email (attachments should be in Word format).
· Tests/ Projects – 40%

· Essays – 30%

· Homework/Quizzes – 20%

· Participation/Preparedness – 10%

Policy on Plagiarism & Cheating:
· Any student caught plagiarizing on any assignment will receive a grade of 0.  No make-ups or re-writes will be given.
· Any student caught cheating will share the grade with the student with/from whom they cheated. (Ex: If the assignment would have been given an 80, each student will receive a 40.)
