Critical Lens Review Sheet

Directions for critical lens essay:
· Interpret the critical lens (quote) provided.

· Write an essay that proves your interpretation of the critical lens using two pieces of literature (novels, plays, short stories) that you have read.

Critical lens interpretation guidelines:

· Identify and list alternate words for key words in critical lens.

· Rewrite the critical lens using the alternate words.

· Write the critical lens in your own words and structure.

Essay guidelines:

· Review guidelines provided for the task before writing the essay.

· Use the test – examples of literary elements are provided in the task description.

· You must discuss two pieces of literature in your essay.  
· It is always easier to agree with the critical lens.
· Each body paragraph/literary element should prove your interpretation of the critical lens.

· Titles and authors must be stated in your essay.

· Plays, novels, books are underlined; short stories are put in quotation marks.

· Do not use the words I, me, my, etc. in your essay.

· Try to write at least two pages.
· You must write in pen (blue or black ink only) and you must write neatly.
Essay outline:

· Introduction:  state the critical lens and author; state your interpretation; agree (or disagree) with your interpretation; list the titles and authors of two pieces of literature; state how these two piece of literature prove your interpretation.

· Body paragraphs:  four total; two for each piece of literature; discuss one literary element in each paragraph (be specific, include details); each body paragraph/literary element should prove your interpretation of the critical lens

· Conclusion:  restate the critical lens and your interpretation; summarize body paragraphs
