I. PA’s Treasures

A. Natural Resources include: soil, water, trees, and minerals

a. Trees: oak, maple, and pine provide lumber for homes and furniture

b. Minerals: sandstone used for making glass  (found in Monroe County) and limestone used for making cement

c. Fossil fuels include: coal, oil, and natural gas

d. Natural resources are renewable or nonrenewable

II. Wanted: Clean Water and Air

A. It is important to keep water clean because we use it for drinking, growing crops, cooking food, and manufacturing products

B. Water pollution includes: household chemicals, fertilizers used in farming, and industrial waste

C. Air pollution includes: automobile exhaust and smoke from industries

D. Clean-air programs have reduced harmful air pollution since 1992

E. PA’s drinking water and streams are protected by laws

III. Help Conserve Resources

A. Conserving resources helps protect the environment

a. Conserve by turning off water and lights when not using them

B. Rachael Carson wrote Silent Spring and worked to reduce the use of pesticides, which can harm the environment
