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As we approach Valentine’s Day, you will prepare a brief research project on an historical couple.  You can select any couple (married or not) during any time in history.  You must select a couple who has some historical significance---people from the entertainment industry; actors, musicians, etc are NOT eligible.

1. Once you have identified your couple and the couple has been approved by me, conduct some background research on the couple.  You may use you textbook and other on-line sources.  You must use at least 1 reference from the Gale reference library.  You must have a minimum of 3 sources in all.  NO Wikipedia.

2. In locating information about the couple, you should include:
a. What the couple is most known for?  Or if only one person in the couple is famous—what he/she is most known for?
b. How and when the couple met?
c. Identify the nature of the relationship: married? Friends? Siblings?
d. Describe the relationship.
e. Discuss or describe a difficult challenge that the couple went through or overcame.  For example, you could discuss the Presidential Election if you selected the Obamas.

3. Once you have gathered all the necessary information, prepare a love poem or love letter that summarizes the results of the research.  Your poem or letter could be one that is written from the perspective of one member of the couple to the other.  For example, if your subject was the Obamas, you could write a love letter from President Obama to Michele.  This letter will summarize all of the information you have learned about them.  You could also simply write a letter or poem about the couple.

4. Presentation
Graphically design your letter/poem with artwork, clip art, photos, etc.

5. A separate work cited page must be included.  All citations must be in MLA format.
