Preparation for Connecticut Academic Performance Test 

The students will learn strategies to respond successfully to all four questions on the state exam.  Additionally, the students will respond to numerous CAPT-like essays and will take two full length simulations.  Note:  Passing CAPT is a graduation requirement.  

Writing 

The students will keep working writing folders to demonstrate their ability to write for a variety of purposes and audiences and to show their ability to follow standard conventions of grammar.  At the end of the school year, final copies will be placed in their permanent writing portfolio.  The students can bring home this writing folder at any time.  However, the students may have to redo assignments if the folder is lost.

Vocabulary

The students will be given many new vocabulary words to learn.  They will be given quizzes and tests to assess their understanding and ability to use these words.  The words will not only come from the vocabulary book but also from assigned readings.      
   
Independent Reading 

In addition to assigned class readings, the students are encouraged to enrich their learning experience by completing independent reading.  The students will be assigned supplemental reading assignments and independent reading projects as time permits.

Absences Due to Illness
