Volunteer Opportunities


We depend entirely on the volunteer efforts for our parents, students, and friends.  Those who actively participate become a close group and really enjoy the friendships formed while working toward a common goal.  We hope that you will become familiar with the wide range of volunteer opportunities, stay in touch via our monthly meetings and schoolnotes updates, and tell us which activities you are willing to be a part of.

· Volunteers – At all football games, parents serve water and (clear) soft drinks to students during the 3rd quarter break.  They also help to get props unloaded before games, moved on/off field at half-time, and reloaded.  For away games and performances, we also need bus chaperones and assistance loading/unloading equipment.  

· Drivers – Volunteers are needed to drive our equipment truck and trailer on all trips.  We also need help getting the equipment to/from the field for football games (home and away) and practices.

· Publicity/Photography – Though out the entire year, we encourage parents to share their photos with us for use in publicity and year-end programs.  The Publicity Chairman will assist in getting articles in the local newspaper throughout the year.

· Pit Crew/Props – Pit crew and Props volunteers will help get pit and props on and off the field at games, competitions, and some practices.  Artistic and creative handymen (and women) are encouraged to volunteer their services in prop construction.
· Meal Deals – Meal Deal volunteers will coordinate inexpensive ‘meal deals’ offered to students on Fridays before football games outside the band room.  Meal Deals are pre-sold to students by a Thursday deadline.

· Annual Barbeque & Preview Show – Parents and students will sell tickets to this long-standing and well attended event held early in the season.  Held in the NHS Main Cafeteria, we also need volunteers to help set up, serve, and clean up.  Then everyone moves outside to enjoy a preview of the coming season.

· Old South – All parents are asked to set aside their time for the entire day, if possible, to assist in specified areas through-out our campus as we host our biggest fundraiser of the year.  We will literally host thousands of band students, parents, friends and family at the last major competition of the ‘competition season’.  Our success depends directly on you!

· Winter Formal – Our Winter Formal celebrates the end of marching season.  The dance is held on a Friday night in January.  Parents help theme decorate, provide refreshments, chaperones, and clean up.

· Cruising for the Cats Annual Car Show and Outdoor Concert – Our spring fundraiser is a fun day to gather the forces and assist in our final fundraiser of the year.  Efforts PRIOR to the show – selling sponsorships, publicizing, gathering goodie bag items, give-aways, and such are our most important activity.
