¶1 – engaging introduction (question, factual statement, onomatopoeia, anecdote, quote, description/imagery)

thesis statement - 4 parts (make a claim or judgment; state 3 means of support/reasons)

¶2-4 – Reason (in the order they appeared in thesis)


explain your reason


elaborate with a specific, detailed support

¶5 – Restate Thesis
