Graduates’ Party:

The graduates’ party will begin immediately after the conclusion of dinner. Itis required that one
parent for each graduate stay in the OLG hall during their party — NO EXCEPTIONS. Please plan

Reserved seating at graduation:

As is customary at OLG, a lottery will be held for reserving of the first several rows of chairs. The
procedure will be: Students’ names will be put into a container.
