Tests: We will usually have tests about once a week. If you are absent the day of the test, you have three days to make-up the test. It is your responsibility to schedule the make-up test. Make-up tests may be given before or after school but not during class time. Test material may come from notes, the textbook, and other assigned labs or activities. 

Homework: Homework is due on the assigned day at the beginning of class. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to get the assignment from Mrs. Chester- your friends may not be the most reliable at this.

Notebooks: It is your responsibility to keep up with a notebook all semester. Your notebook will be graded four times during the semester and will be counted as a Lab grade (25%). 

Projects: There will be one project assigned ever nine weeks. Each project will count as a test grade. 

Bathroom Passes: You will be given 5 bathroom passes for the entire semester. You will need to use the passes if you are to leave the classroom. If you use up your passes, you will be unable to leave the room. If you do not use your passes during the semester, you will be able to receive extra credit points on your final exam grade, or may replace a homework 0. 

Classroom Expectations

1. Be in the room when the tardy bell rings. If you are not in the room (this includes your entire body!) you will receive a tardy. (After 3 tardies you will receive a phone call home, ASD, write-ups, and Saturday school.)

2. Be respectful to the teacher and your peers. This includes listening to others when they are talking and raising your hand before speaking during instruction time.

3. No hats or any type of electronic device will be allowed unless instructed by the teacher. These will be collected during class and taken to the office to be collected only when your parent comes by to get them. 

4. No food or drinks in the class unless teacher has a special day planned and informs you otherwise.

5. CHEATING IS NOT TOLERATED and will result in an automatic zero and a phone call home!! 

6. Be prepared everyday! There will be no trips to lockers, bathrooms, or other teachers because you forgot something. If this takes away from you doing the assigned classwork you will receive a zero for the day. 

7. We will follow all Rowan-Salisbury rules and West Rowan rules!

Classroom Procedures

1. Assignments are due at the beginning of class. After homework is taken up there will be a 10% reduction off of your grade each day that it is late. 

2. During instructional time students are to be taking notes and paying attention. During lab/group work students are allowed to get up and move around AS NEEDED. 

3. The bell does not dismiss the class… the teacher does. Every second that you spend packing up will be taken back at the end of class after the bell rings. 

4. Other classroom/homework activities may be assigned to students at teacher’s discretion due to misbehavior in the classroom. 

5. Please be aware that this class will have the opportunity to do many labs inside and outside. There will be a reminder to dress accordingly. Failure to comply with the assignment due to dress will result in a zero for classroom participation for that day and a zero for the lab.
