The Book:

For each conic you must include one page with a graph perfectly drawn of the conic section with important information labeled. You must use an equation of a translated conic that you have not done in notes or HW. The conic equation must be written at the top of the page.  The next page must include four pictures with the conic outlined/traced with a marker.  The pictures must come from nature, architecture, around the house, and one of your choice.  You must label each picture. (No repeat pictures.)
