Beginning October 1st, students should take home a monthly calendar indicating the number of minutes they should read for the month.
Parents will write down the number of minutes each student has read each day, or how many minutes they have read to their child.  At the end of each week, totals will be put in the indicated place on Saturday’s calendar.  At the end of the month, each weeks total will be added to make the total number of minutes read for the entire month.  The number of minutes read should meet or exceed the teacher’s goal at the top of the calendar.
Parents will then return the calendar to the child’s teacher on the last Monday of each month.  Teachers will verify the number of minutes read and send the calendars for each student who have met their goal to the library.  On the last library day of each month, teachers will be given a Pizza Hut coupon for one free Personal Pan Pizza for each student who has met their reading goal.  Teachers will distribute these coupons to the students.  Students having met or exceeded the goal set for the month will receive the Pizza Hut coupon each month for the duration of the program.  The program runs from October 1st through March 31st.  
Pizza Hut Rules:
1.)     Coupons must be original.  No copies or transfers will be allowed.
2.)     Coupons must be completely filled out.  No coupons will be accepted with blank information.
3.)     No group or party redemption.  Coupons must be redeemed by individuals or family only.
Other activities are available in teacher packets to motivate students to participate in the program.  There is also an activity to be done in April, after the program is completed, to allow the students, the teachers, and the school to win prizes and dollars for educational needs.  Teachers may choose whether or not to participate in this activity.  Complete details of the Book It!
