Classroom Guidelines

It is fun to learn a world language! It is important for communication! Learning a foreign language can be challenging, but don’t get discouraged! I am confident that you can all do a wonderful job! You must bring the following to class everyday:

· Loose-leaf paper
· Pen or pencil
· Navegando Workbook which accompanies text (purchased at the Book Sale)
· Navegando Textbook (distributed on the 1st day of class – must be covered at all times) –
Make sure you don’t lose this book – it costs $65 to replace it!
· Laptop
Attendance:

If you are absent, it is your responsibility to get your work and notes from me or another student. You are responsible for any missed material. If you are absent from a test or quiz arrangements must be made with me to take it upon returning to school. If you are not sure what you missed, see me to discuss make-up work. You can also check my School Notes page at www.uc.edgate.com to get your homework assignments.
Notebook:
Class notes may be taken on loose-leaf or in a notebook or on your laptop. My recommendation would be to keep your notes in one folder on your laptop, so it is easiest to reference when you are preparing for a quiz or a test. You can also type your vocabulary lists for each chapter using the templates I will be providing. However, you can decide which method is the most convenient and works best for you. These notes will serve as a valuable study aid. Before a test or exam it is an excellent idea to review previous quizzes and homework. Therefore, it is to your advantage to keep your notes well-organized.

Homework:

Homework will either be collected or checked daily. A separate grade will be given for homework and it will count towards your marking period grade. An accumulation of zero grades for homework will negatively affect your grade. Homework must be completed by the due date, except due to absence. No assignments will be accepted late. 
Quizzes:

Quizzes will be given frequently. You will have quizzes dealing with vocabulary and grammar and verbs. You will generally have 4 quizzes per chapter. Listening in class and completing homework will be a big help. During a quiz, all materials should be put away off your desk. When the time is finished, you are to put down your pen or pencil immediately. If you violate a quiz or test protocol, failure for that quiz or test will be automatic. 
Projects: 

You will be assigned two projects each marking period, mostly dealing with different Spanish cultural aspects. I will be giving you more details shortly. These projects will count as a quiz grade.
Tests:

Tests will be announced with at least one week’s notice. You will generally have two or three tests per marking period. 
Participation/Oral/Listening: 

Your class participation is important. You should make sure that you always know what page we are working on and be prepared to answer questions when called on. You should make an attempt to speak in Spanish. Don’t be afraid to make mistakes – practice makes perfect!
