· Pencils and erasers

· Math Copybook for classroom examples, vocabulary, definitions, and homework
· Planner
Classroom Expectations for Students

· Homework is to be completed before class not finishing up as class begins.

· Copying down homework assignments into planners and math notebook on a daily basis.

· You are expected to do your own work in class on daily assignments, homework, quizzes, tests, and written assignments unless instructed otherwise.

· Test corrections and test retakes will be given at the discretion of the teacher

· All homework, quizzes, and tests are to be done in pencil only.

· Progress reports are to be signed by a parent and returned for homework credit within five (5) class days.
· If absent, homework is due the day after you return to school.  Make-up tests or quizzes due to absence must be made up within a reasonable time frame depending on the length of absence.
Classroom Procedures

· Enter the classroom quietly without loud talking or loud noises.  
· Pencils are sharpened at the beginning of class after prayer and bathroom breaks are also after prayer and will be permitted in the first 3 minutes of class or the last five minutes of class at teacher’s discretion.
· Daily Warm-ups are to be completed once you enter the room within the first 5 minutes of class and will be checked for completion.

· Homework is checked at the beginning of class and sometimes I will collect it after it has been checked in class.

· When the bell rings at the end of class, be prepared for final instructions.

· Be in class on time with all materials.  You will not be permitted to return to your locker to retrieve materials.  This counts as part of your participation grade.  

· Raise your hand and wait until you are called upon in order to gain permission to speak.

· Stay in your assigned seat unless given permission to move to another area of the classroom.
