Please review the following information for 7th grade Science 2010-2011
TEXTBOOK: Each student will be issued a copy of “Life Science.” This book should be kept at home to use for studying and completing homework assignments. A set of textbooks will be maintained by the teacher for class work. Students are responsible for the care and condition of their texts and will not need to bring them back to school until the end of the school year. 

NOTEBOOK/BINDER: Each student is required to have a one inch 3 ring binder in which they will keep all of their science work organized according to teacher instructions. Open binder quizzes focused on organization will be given periodically. It is the student’s responsibility to keep their binder organized and up to date so they may use the material to help review before tests.

HOMEWORK: Homework will be assigned on a regular basis and should be completed on time if the student wishes to receive full credit. All homework assignments are posted on the assignment board in class and must be written in the student’s agenda book. Students are expected to highlight missing assignments in the agenda as a reminder that the assignment has not been completed and must be addressed. Parents should check agendas for missing work on a regular basis. 

ABSENCES: It is the responsibility of any student that is absent to ask for makeup work upon their return to school. Students are required to make up all class work and homework and will be given an appropriate amount of time to do so. 

HELP SESSION: After school help sessions will be available once a week. This time is designated for those who need to make up missing work, complete a science project/lab, or who would like extra help.

QUIZZES AND TESTS: Quizzes will be given on a regular basis as a means of monitoring student progress. Quizzes will consist of material covered in a previous class or from a previous night’s homework. Tests will be given at the end of each section of study. Students will be given sufficient time to prepare for any tests. If absent for a test or quiz, students should be prepared to take it upon their return. 

INVESTIGATIONS/LABS: Students will be conducting labs or other hands-on activities in class to gain a better understanding of scientific concepts. Students will be working in small groups, however each student is expected to hand in an individual lab report.

ASSESSMENT: Student work will be graded on accuracy, completeness, effort, and neatness. Any late assignment will be given a lower grade, unless due to a legitimate absence. The general grading structure is based on the following:
