· A Power Point slide that will be attached to the model
· A typed works cited page citing sources of information

The model may be made of paper mache, cloth, cardboard, lightweight wood, pipe cleaners, recycled material etc. It is ok to get someone to help you with the construction of you model but you should be doing most of the work.

Remember to keep track of the sources you use to gather information for your project (pictures included!!!). We will be using www.easybib.com to help us set up our works cited page. 
Grading- See scoring guides
· Your project will be worth two test grades (one grade for model and one grade for the Power Point slide and bibliography). 
· Your work should be neat, accurate, factually correct, creative, and passed in on time. 
· Projects passed in late will lose 10 % per day from the grade they would have received had they been passed in on time. Projects over 4 days late will receive a grade no higher than a 60.
