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The purpose of this course is to provide students with an in-depth study of modeling and applying functions. Home, work, recreation, consumer issues, public policy, and scientific investigations are just a few of the areas from which applications should originate. Appropriate technology, from manipulatives to calculators and application software, should be used regularly for instruction and assessment. Students taking Advanced Functions and Modeling should have successfully completed Algebra II with an EOC level of three (3) or four (4).  

Keys to Success

1. Complete assignments daily.

2. Take clear and concise notes.

3. Study daily.  Read the section before beginning the homework.

4. Ask questions to clarify difficulties.  Get help the SAME day.

5. Maintain consistent attendance.

Classroom Expectations

General Procedures

Upon entering the room you should sharpen your pencils, get a calculator, put your homework on your desk and sit in your seat.  You are to write the day’s assignment(s) in your agenda/notebook and begin working on the Warm-Up.  

Attendance

Please read carefully the section in your student handbook on attendance.  Remember:

1. For field trips, be sure to ask for assignments ahead of time or the next day of class.

2. It is your responsibility to get all work missed due to an absence.  All class assignments can be found in the “Extra Copies Folder” or from my notebook. Homework can be obtained from another student, my notebook, or on the website.

3. If you are absent only the day of a test, you will take it the day you return to class.
4. If you are absent the day of a review, you will take the test as scheduled.
5. Recovery time will be required for absences in excess of 8.

Cheating

Make arrangements for your supplies BEFORE class!!!  SHARING or PASSING anything, TALKING, WHISPERING or COMMUNICATING with anyone other than myself during a test period will result in all parties receiving a ZERO.  This will hold true even if you are finished and have turned in your paper provided the test is still in progress for even one person in the room.  If a cell phone is visible or audible at any point during a testing period, this will be considered cheating.  Use of the incorrect calculator during a test will be considered cheating.  Cheating will result in a zero for the test or assignment, a parent phone call and possibly a referral. Cheating on the portfolios follow the same penalties.
