Writing Lab Reports Example
All lab reports should be written in the following format.  Include all bold words in your report!

Title of Lab

I. Purpose

This is a brief statement of the reason for doing the experiment.  It is only one or two sentences long and contains hypothesis.

II. Materials

This is a list of what you will need to do the experiment.  It is written either in sentence form or as a list.

III. Procedure

This is a step by step description of how the experiment was done.  It should be written in paragraph form.
IV. Observations or Data

This is a record of what happened during the experiment.  It contains tables, graphs, calculations, descriptions, etc.  It may be recorded on a lab sheet and attached to the report.

V. Conclusions

This is the part of the lab where you tell what you learned or found out.  It is also where you state whether or not your hypothesis was correct.  You should also list any information that may have affected the outcome of your lab.
