Fauvism
History

· Early 1900’s, did not last long

· Young artists were bored with Impressionism

· Experimented with new styles 

· Shocked critics  who called the young artists “wild beasts”

· Influential to later styles, especially German Expressionism

· Not considered profound art, but visually pleasing

Style

· Bold violent color

· Distortion of line and shape

· Flat composition

· Bold brush strokes

· Used color to express feelings

1. Henri Matisse
· Leader of movement

· Liked to include many patterns in his paintings
· Interior with Aubergines
2. Raoul Dufy
· Painted cityscapes, landscapes and water scenes
· The Three Umbrellas
3. Andre’ Derain
· Used heavy lines and intense color
