In art we will not only be learning how to create a piece of art, but how to appreciate art.  We will study art from different times and cultures, artists and styles.  We will explore the feelings and experiences that may have led to a particular piece of art and how culture influences art forms.  You may not be a master artist by the end of the year, but I hope that you will recognize and respect the artwork of various artists and cultures.

For each new project, I will give you handouts of information.  These handouts are your notes and you will be quizzed on them when we complete the project.

Much of your work will be done in class, but you will need to take some work home in order to complete it.  If you are absent from class, you are responsible for completing any projects and turning them in to me.  I will update School Notes each week with the class work/homework.  

Please bring the following items to class every week: art folder, 2 sharpened pencils with erasers and an “I can” attitude.  I will have a class supply of markers, colored pencils and crayons available.  

Your final grades will be based on class participation and use of time, quiz grades and your completed artwork.  Your artwork will be graded on these criteria: following directions, creativity, neatness, and effort.  I am not grading on talent as much as effort.  If you try your best and turn in all your projects on time, you will do well.  

Class Expectations

· Come to class prepared and ready to try your best

· Use materials in the manner in which they are intended (no stacking markers end to end, etc.)

· Talk quietly during class without disturbing nearby students

· Remain in assigned seats during class

· Show respect for the artwork of all students

· Clean up after yourself

· Give maximum effort on every assignment

· Turn in all assignments with your name on them
