Books

Author’s name.  Title of the book.  Place of publication: publishing company, copyright date.

Example:

Smith, Joe.  The Very Best, Most Wonderful, Informative Book Ever Written about   History.  New York:  Scholastic, 2008.

Print Encyclopedias

Author’s name. (if available)  “Title of article.”  Name of encyclopedia.  Edition.  Year of publication.

Example:

Jones, Thomas.  “Transcontinental Railway.”  The World Book Encyclopedia.  35th ed.  2007.

Print Magazines

Author’s name.  “Title of Article.”  Name of magazine.  Date of publication:  page numbers.

Example:

Harris, John.  “The Incredible Story of Green Bay Packers Quarterback, Brett Farve.”  Sports Digest.  June 2007: 16-18.
Online Resources

Author’s name. (If available) “Title of article or document.”  Title of website. Date of publication or latest update. Name of sponsoring institution or organization.  Date of access  <URL>.
Example:
Chambers, Richard. “The Panama Canal.”  History Channel.com. 2008. History Channel. 14 Sept. 2008 <http://historychannel.com/>.

Interviews

Name of the person interviewed. Kind of interview (personal, telephone, email).  Date(s) of the interview.
Example:

Bush, George W.  Telephone interview.  21 Oct. 2008.
