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Helpful Hints for notes:
-Read at least one or two paragraphs before taking notes.  This helps you understand what the paragraph is about and eliminates wasted notes.

-Use phrases or words to take down the important information, main ideas, and details you want to remember.  It does not have to be in complete sentences.

-Carefully copy names, dates, and other details you may wish to use so you do not have to double-check them later.

-Always put quotes (“xxxxx”) around anything you copy word for word. Make sure you have the correct page number.  You must cite the source exactly if you use it word for word to avoid plagiarism.

-Number your pages of notes and keep all you notes together in your folder that you bring to class everyday.

-Keep all your notes until the project is complete, turned in, graded, and returned.
