Expectations
We can accomplish more when the classroom runs smoothly. In order to have a smooth running class the following procedures must be followed.

4. Raise your hand and receive permission before you speak or get up from your desk.  I am a firm believer in keeping order in the classroom. I really want to hear what you have to say, but I request you raise your hand before you speak. I will call on you every time or give you a reason why I want you to wait. Also, if you need to get out of your desk you will need to ask permission. I will have passes for restroom and nurse. If you have trash please keep it on the edge of your desk and I will pick it up. If not you can throw it away at the end of class.  
** As a teacher, I have to make lots of decisions that impact students everyday. I am not a perfect teacher, so sometimes I will be wrong. However, never challenge a teacher’s decision in front of the class.  Any decision I make is not going to be life changing so there is no reason to yell or talk back to me. If you disagree agree with me let me know in a civil manner. You can see me after class or you can call me to your desk at an appropriate time. I am happy to discuss any situation or concern with you privately on a one-to-one basis.
