Vocabulary: Use your notes and/or dictionary to define each of the following:

· Emancipation Proclamation: (Freedom)—Issued in 1863 by President Abraham Lincoln.  Document that declared all slaves were free in Confederate States.
· 13th Amendment: Constitutional Amendment—banned slavery
· 14th Amendment: Equal Rights Amendment—“Equal Treatment / Protection under the law”
· 15th Amendment: Gave all men (non-whites) the right to vote.
· Civil War:  War between the North and South in which the ultimate cause was slavery and ended with slavery being ended.
· Reconstruction: Period of Rebuilding the South—Government effort to rebuild South and assist Blacks
· Freedman’s Bureau: Governement agency providing relief to newly freed blacks (education, jobs and health care)
· Sharecropper: Farmer who borrows land, house, equipment at high interest rates and repays debt through labor—“Economic Slavery”
· “Paddyrollers”: Plantation “bounty hunter” used to return escaped slaves
· Voter Fraud:  Counting votes incorrectly or paying for a vote
· Franchise: the right to vote (suffrage)
· Overseer:  The white supervisor of the slaves; make sure they are doing their work; discipline.
· Ku Klux Klan: White terrorist organization who used violence to scare black politicians / voters
· Lynching: murder, usually by hanging – terrorism of choice by KKK
· Slave Coffle: a group of slaves, usually chained together on their way to sale
· Union:  The Northern States during the Civil War.
· Confederacy:  Southern States during the Civil War.
· Discrimination:  treating people differently based on the color of their skin
· Middle Passage:  The voyage across the Atlantic in which slaves ended up being auctioned off.  
· Cotton Gin:  Invention that helped speed up the processing of cotton and increased the need for slaves.
· NAACP:  National Association for the Advancement of Colored People
· Redeemers:  Formers Confederate leaders/politicians who come back to power after Reconstruction after voter fraud.
· Slave Codes/Black Codes:  Laws made to keep African Americans from gaining power.
People: Give 3-4 key details to describe each of the following people and how they relate to the topics of Reconstruction and Segregation. 
· Jane Pittman:  I was born a slave, but found freedom following the Civil War.  With no money to live on, I had to return to the plantation for 12 more years.
· Abraham Lincoln:  My leadership brought an end to slavery and the Civil War.  Unfortunately, I was assimilated before I could rebuild the South.
· Racism:  a belief in the superiority of one race of people over another.
Rights and Freedoms: Give at least one example of the following.

· Political Rights:  Right to vote, Right to run for office; participation in government
· Economic Rights:  Getting a job (without discrimination); being able to vote without paying money (poll tax)—overlaps with political rights
· Social/Personal Rights:  Deciding what you want to be; marriage; associating freely with friends
· Missouri Compromise:  1820:  Missouri entered as a Slave State, Maine, free; Missouri Compromise line (north of the line, free; south of the line, slave).
· Kansas-Nebraska Act:  Allowed settlers to decide whether to have slavery or not through a vote.
· “Bleeding Kansas”:  Mini-Civil War between pro-slavery and abolitionist settlers.
· Compromise of 1850:  Allowed settlers to vote on slavery in the new Mexican cession territories.  California is a free state;  concept of Popular Sovereignty.
· Dred Scott Case:  Slave who sued for his freedom when he was taken from a slave state to a free territory.  Supreme Court said that he was not a citizen and could not sue for his freedom.  Also, slavery (property) could not be banned in territories.
· John Brown’s Raid:  John Brown tried to start a slave insurrection and it failed.  He was captured and hanged.
· Uncle Tom’s Cabin:  Book by Harriet Beecher Stowe that described the evils of slavery to millions of readers.  Helped bring about the call for an end to slavery.
· Election of Abraham Lincoln:  His election, without getting any southern votes, indicated that the South was losing its ability to keep slavery from being abolished.  They were losing their balance of power in the Congress.

· 1863—Emancipation Proclamation:  Freed slaves (on paper) in Confederate States
· 1865—End of the Civil War; 13th Amendment
· 1877—End of Reconstruction
· 1896—Plessy v. Ferguson:  Separate but equal is OK
· 1954—Brown v. Board of Education:  Separate but equal is not OK
