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Dear Parents,
We know how difficult it is to monitor your child’s educational progress. We compare education to a three-legged stool, with each different leg representing the parent, the student and the teacher.  If one leg is removed, the chair will fall.  With this in mind, we would like to give you some suggestions to help you monitor your child’s progress:

· Select a time each evening for your child to do their homework and review their notes.  This time frame should be consistent each night to build good study habits that will follow your child to high school.

· Verify your child’s assignments.  If your child tells you that they have no homework, check the school’s web site which contains all teachers’ posted assignments.  The web site is: http://gfm.leeschools.net/  


Click on the homework field and then click on the teacher’s name field.  Ask 
your child to show you all of their completed assignments that are listed by each 
of their teachers.  If you do not have a computer, call Parent Link at 337-3347   
and follow the directions to access homework assignment information.
· Have the teachers’ school notes web site email you as new assignments are posted.  To do this, once the school notes site is in view, click on the field located near the top of the page that says: “notify me when this page is updated.” Follow the instructions that will get you on the mailing list. 

· Check the above school web site to access the calendar so that you know when interim reports and report cards are issued.  There is important information posted here concerning school events. 

· Email a teacher by accessing their school notes web site as described above.  On the top of the page there is a field that says: “click here to send an email.” 

· To see your child’s grades and attendance report, the site address is: http://parentlink.leeschools.net/html/ . The ID is (G and the student ID number) and the password is: (birth date  MMDDYY)
We know these suggestions will assist you with monitoring you child’s progress here at Gulf Middle School.
